A full-time position as senior staff scientist in Bioinformatics and Cardiovascular Sciences is available at Policlinico San Donato-IRCCS (PSD), Milan, Italy in conjunction with IRCCS Ospedale San Raffaele (OSR), Milan Italy.
Proficiency in the use of bulk and single cell transcriptomics tools is mandatory. Experience in the analysis of spatial transcriptomics datasets, RNA editing and multi-OMICS data integration, as well is in pipeline development is highly desirable. The scientist will analyze transcriptomics datasets generated by the Molecular Cardiology Laboratory of PSD and its extended network of national and international collaborators, as well as publicly available datasets.

The focus of the research of the Molecular Cardiology Laboratory of PSD, directed by Fabio Martelli (https://orcid.org/0000-0002-8624-7738), is on the role of transcriptomic changes in physiology and disease of the cardiovascular system, with a particular attention for noncoding RNAs (e.g. miRNAs, lncRNAs, circRNAs). The lab uses a variety of approaches, including bioinformatics, cell culture experiments, animal models of cardiovascular disease, and analysis of patient derived samples. The lab is part of two European networks on the topic (EU COST CardioRNA Action CA17129 and AtheroNET Action CA21153).
The scientist will also be a member of the Center for Omics Sciences (COSR) at OSR and benefit from close interactions with one of the largest and most active omics centers in Italy, where a team of bioinformaticians share resources and expertise towards the resolution of new computational challenges in data analysis. The COSR has a sound expertise in analysing many different types next-generation sequencing data and in building computational infrastructures.

A continuous flow of information exchanges with the members of the Molecular Cardiology Laboratory and of the COSR and an highly collaborative attitude are expected. The scientist will also recruit coordinate the work of junior collaborators and/or students and is expected to actively participate in grant writing.
Candidates should have an advanced level of independence, a minimum of 3 years of relevant post-doctoral experience and at least 5 publications or patents. Experience in national and European grant writing is highly desirable. Good Italian and very advanced English language skills are necessary.
